BIOGRAPHIES

JORDAN BAK 

Jordan Bak, Jamaican-American violist, has achieved international acclaim as a 
trailblazing artist praised for his radiant stage presence, dynamic interpretations 
and fearless power. Recent accolades include being named one of ClassicFM’s 
“30 Under 30” Rising Stars in May 2022, Musical America’s New Artist of the 
Month in June 2022 and a featured artist for WQXR’s inaugural Artist Propulsion 
Lab in September 2022. 

Bak’s debut album, “Impulse” (Bright Shiny Things), was released in May 2022 
and has garnered over one million streams on major digital media platforms. The 
album features new compositions by Tyson Gholston Davis, Toshio Hosokawa, 
Anne Leilehua Lanzilotti, Quinn Mason, Jeffrey Mumford and Joan Tower. Bak 
has appeared as soloist with such orchestras as the Sarasota Orchestra, London 
Mozart Players, New York Classical Players and Lexington Philharmonic. As a 
recitalist and chamber musician, he has performed in such venues as Carnegie 
Hall, Wigmore Hall, Jordan Hall, Elgar Concert Hall and Helsinki Musiikkitalo. 
Recent appearances include the Concertgebouw and the Schleswig-Holstein and 
Lichfield music festivals.

As an educator, Bak recently completed a year at Bowling Green State 
University’s College of Musical Arts (BGSU) as an assistant professor of viola. He 
is also a former faculty member at New York’s Opportunity Music Project and 
serves as a visiting artist and ambassador for Music Masters in London. Bak has 
given masterclasses at the Peabody Institute of the Johns Hopkins University, 
University of Wisconsin-Madison, Royal Birmingham Conservatoire (UK), 
Conservatorio del Tolima (Colombia), and the Brevard Music Center.
In 2023, Bak joined University of North Carolina School of the Arts (UNCSA) as 
an assistant professor of viola.

POLINA KHATSKO 

Polina Khatsko, a native of Belarus, is a pianist, collaborative pianist and teacher. 
She is passionate about instrumental collaboration and has performed and 
recorded with artists on a variety of instruments, including strings, woodwinds 
and brass. Khatsko is currently on staff at UNCSA and is also a sought-after 
freelancer. She regularly works with the violin studios of Ara Gregorian and 
Hye-Jin Kim at East Carolina University, the cello studio of Nancy Green, and 
participates in several of the Four Seasons Chamber Music Festival projects. 

Khatsko previously served on the piano faculty of the University of Northern 
Iowa, the University of Michigan preparatory department and the Leipzig Summer 
Piano Institute. She has also held collaborative piano faculty appointments at 



the Vivace festival, the Sphinx Competition, the International Music Academy in 
Pilsen, Czech Republic, the Cambridge International String Academy, England 
and the University of Michigan string department. Khatsko received her education 
from the Belarusian State Academy of Music and the University of Michigan.
